Roots arrange 6-week exchanges of life experience between pairs of adults that lead very different lives in the UK today. It’s a commitment of up to one hour a week, in your own time. Our programme is small in scale but big in individual impact, designed to smash assumptions, ease fears around 'other' and help us overcome our British awkwardness when it comes to being curious about our differences and seeing how the ‘other half’ live.
Our exchanges cost participants nothing. We believe that sowing a seed and offering small instances of unlikely connection with people different to ourselves can ultimately change Society's attitudes and behaviour radically, countering the growing sense of social division in the UK, right at the grass roots.
We work with ordinary people others who are trapped in a bubble of sameness, seldom meeting people very different to themselves and people from marginalised groups that often feel unheard, underrepresented or misunderstood.

Roots believe we are not as divided as the media portrays, we just have too few instances to meet, speak and share with people unlike ourselves.
